Howard Loomis was
abandoned by his mother at
Father Flanagan’s Home for
Boys, which had opened just a
year earlier. Howard had polio
and wore heavy leg braces.
Walking was difficult for him,
especially when he had to go
up or down steps.

Soon, several of the Home’s
older boys were carrying
Howard up and down the stairs.
One day, Father Flanagan asked Reuben Granger, one
of those older boys, if carrying Howard was hard.
Reuben replied, “He ain’t heavy, Father... he’s m’
brother.”
