Peace and Goodness to you all. 

As we all are undergoing this ongoing pressure 

from the pandemic, it’s high time we raised our level 

of prayer to God for healing and peace in our 

hearts.  

Hence, starting this December, 2021, every first 

Saturday evening mass at St. Mary’s and first 

Sunday morning mass at Our Lady of Lourdes will 

be offered as Healing Masses.  

Bishop Colli has given the permission for the 

General Absolution in these masses. The General 

Absolution of sins will become the first part of the 

healing masses. All the readings and prayers of the 

mass will be centered around healing. 

The Sacrament of Anointing of the sick may take 

place inside the mass between the Liturgy of the 

Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist. 

i.e immediately after the Prayers of the Faithful and

before the Presentation of the Gifts and Preparation 

of the Altar. 

Those who wish to be anointed during those 

masses kindly contact the parish office and register 

your names so that the required number of cotton 

balls for the anointing can be kept ready.  

Let’s pray: Lord, look upon us with eyes of 

mercy. May Your healing hand rest upon us, 

may Your life-giving powers flow into every 

cell of our bodies and into the depths of our 

souls, cleansing, purifying, restoring us to 

wholeness and strength for service in Your 

Kingdom. Amen.

Covid-19 Update: 
With the Province of Ontario lifting some capacity limits to 
certain establishments this week, this change does not 
affect our parish churches. We still remain at our capacity 
limits, depending on social distancing. To move to full 
capacity with no distancing would mean that only fully 
vaccinated people may attend Mass. We cannot move to 
that situation at this time. We encourage everyone to be 

vaccinated for their safety and the safety of their 

families and those around them. Masks are still required 
to be worn at Mass and hand sanitizing is recommended. 
There is still no congregational singing, and Communion is 
to be received in the hand. Social distancing must take 
place outside of the church also. Small meetings of up to 

25 people may take place in parish halls, as long as 

everyone is fully vaccinated. We ask you to continue to 
follow these safety norms as we move slowly out of this 
pandemic time.
