Synod and its origin and kinds 

 

The Synod of Bishops is a permanent institution 

established by Pope Paul VI, 15 September 1965. A 

Synod is a religious assembly at which bishops, 

gathered around and with the Holy Father, have the 

opportunity to interact with each other and to share 

information and experiences, in the common pursuit 

of pastoral solutions which have a universal validity 

and application. 
 

There are three types of synod sessions: 1) ordinary 

general assemblies, which attend to matters 

concerning the whole Church; 2) extraordinary 

general assemblies, which address issues that need 

rapid resolution; 3) special assemblies, which focus 

on problems relating directly to specific Churches or 

regions. 
 

The Holy Father is the president of the synod. There 

is also a secretary-general, assisted by an ordinary 

Council of the General Secretariat, composed of 

bishops. 
 

There have been 19 synods: nine ordinary, two 

extraordinary and eight special. The last one was a 

special synod “Synod of Bishops 2nd Special 

Assembly for Europe: Jesus Christ Living in His 

Church, Source of Hope for Europe (Oct. 1-23, 

1999)”. 
 

In the upcoming synod Pope Francis wants to hear 
from all corners of the world and for all of us to 
listen to each other and the Holy Spirit. This is the 

“synodality” Pope Francis said he desires. This is the 

first time since the Synod of Bishops was 

established that opening discussions will be 

decentralized. To achieve this end, the coming synod 

will take place over a span of three years and in 

three phases made up of listening, discerning, and 

consultation. 
 

Let’s keep praying for a fruitful synod and let’s 

actively participate and contribute to it with our 

discussion, discernment and dedication.
