Wedding at Cana: A Significant Lesson 

 

The wedding at Cana is important because it 

was the first miraculous sign that Jesus gave.  

Jesus and his mother were invited to that 

wedding. During the celebration, when the 

hosts ran out of wine to serve the guests, Mary 

had total confidence that her son, Jesus, would 

take care of the situation. He miraculously 

turned plain water into excellent wine. 
 

This story has many lessons for us. The lesson 

about effective methods of praying is 

remarkable. Prayer is not an occasion of 

rhetoric. Prayer is not a stage to exhibit one’s 

theology of spirituality. Prayer is simply an art of 

letting God know your situation.  
 

Taking our requests to Jesus but humbly 

accepting his answer is the key to prayer. Mary 

let Jesus know of the situation at the wedding at 

Cana. She humbly accepted the answer from 

Jesus. Her response to the servants was, “Do 

whatever he tells you.” John 2:5 
 

That does not imply God is oblivious of the 

situations in our lives. God is all-knowing and 

all-powerful. It’s to fully know ourselves and 

humbly accept our unworthiness before God. 

With this disposition, miracles happen every 

moment. Praise the Lord.
