Lenten Practices: Almsgiving 

"Prayer and fasting are good, but better than either 

is almsgiving... Those who regularly give alms shall 

enjoy a full life" (Tobit 12:8-9). 

Fasting helps us get in touch with our own 

limitedness and deepest need for God. Prayer 

draws us closer into intimacy with Him.  The third 

weapon in making a good Lent is almsgiving, which 

focuses on others.  

In sharing our gifts with others, we experience the 

truth of what Christ taught: That it is better to give 

than to receive. Generous giving frees us from the 

slavery of attachment, where greed thrives. Charity 

is the path to true freedom. Detachment from this 

world allows one to focus on receiving the higher 

gifts and ultimately to experience the world to come: 

heaven. 

Greatness of a person is defined through charitable 

service to the least of our brothers and sisters. 

When we give to them, we give to Jesus. Saint 

Cyprian wrote that “Our prayers become effective 

through almsgiving, life is redeemed from dangers 

by almsgiving, and souls are delivered from death 

by almsgiving.”  

The best use of Time is time spent with God. The 

best use Talent is to serve others. The best use of 

our Treasure is to give Alms in love to those in 

need. Let us make a difference by being a good 

steward of our gifts and a faithful disciple of Christ’s 

teachings.
