Lenten Practices: Fasting 

"So I turned to the Lord God and pleaded with him 

in prayer and petition, in fasting, 

and in sackcloth and ashes." Daniel 9:3  

In the Bible, Moses fasted before he received the 

Ten Commandments.  The Israelites fasted before 

a miraculous victory.  Daniel fasted in order to 

receive guidance from God.  Nehemiah fasted 

before beginning a major building project.  Jesus 

fasted during His victory over temptation. The first 

Christians fasted during-decision making times. 

Fasting is not so much about food as it is about 

focus.  Fasting is not so much about saying no to 

the body as it is about saying yes to the Spirit.  

Fasting is not about doing without; it is about 

looking within.  Fasting is an outward response to 

an inward attitude and cry of the Soul. Fasting is not 

a means of seeking God's blessings, as much as it 

is a means of seeking God. 

Fasting is feasting on the Lord. Looking to him for 

comfort, power, strength, guidance, 

forgiveness, and hope. Your motive in fasting must 

be to glorify God, not to have an emotional 

experience, and not to attain personal happiness. 

When your motives are right, God will honor your 

seeking heart and bless your time with Him in a 

very special way.  

May we all have a fruitful Lenten season.
