Significance of Stations of the Cross

The Stations of the Cross, a traditional
processional route symbolising the actual path
Jesus walked to Mount Calvary, was officially
entitled the Via Dolorosa (Sorrowful Way), or simply
the Way of the Cross or Stations of the Cross in the
16th century. The objective of the stations is to
help the Christian faithful to make a spiritual
pilgrimage through contemplation of the Passion of
Christ. Tradition holds that our Blessed Mother
visited daily the scenes of our Lord’s passion.

To date, there are 14 traditional stations. Starting
with Pilate condemning Christ to death, it ends
with Jesus being laid in the tomb. Because of the
intrinsic relationship between the passion and
death of our Lord with his resurrection, several of
the devotional booklets now include a “fifteenth”
station which commemorates the resurrection.

A plenary indulgence (A plenary [meaning
“full”] indulgence is a special type of
indulgence removes all temporal punishment
due to one's sin) is granted for those who piously
exercise the Way of the Cross, actually moving
from station to station while meditating on the
passion and death of our Lord. Those who are
impeded from visiting a church may gain the same
indulgence by piously reading and meditating on
the passion and death of our Lord for one-half hour.
