St. Padre Pio, Feast Day: September 23 

Padre Pio was a revered Italian Catholic 
friar and mystic. One of the most remarkable 
aspects of Padre Pio's life was his experience 
of the stigmata, which are the wounds of 
Christ's crucifixion appearing on a person's 
body. He reportedly bore these wounds for 
over 50 years, from 1918 until his death in 
1968. 

Padre Pio became known for his gifts of 
spiritual insight, prophecy, and healing. 
Numerous reports of miraculous healings and 
conversions are associated with Padre Pio's 
intercession.  Padre Pio was canonized as a 
saint by Pope John Paul II on June 16, 2002. 
He is considered one of the most popular and 
beloved saints of the 20th century. 

He encouraged people to pray fervently, 
trust in God's mercy, and maintain a deep 
devotion to the Eucharist. Padre Pio's life is a 
testament to the power of faith, prayer, and 
devotion in the Catholic tradition.
