Saint Luke 

    Saint Luke, the Evangelist, is the author 
of the Gospel of Luke and the Acts of the 
Apostles.  Saint Luke was a physician by 
profession and a close companion of the 
Apostle Paul. 
    Luke's Gospel is known for its detailed 
and compassionate portrayal of Jesus, 
emphasizing His concern for the 
marginalized and the outcasts of society. It 
includes parables and stories not found in 
the other Gospels, such as the Parable of 
the Good Samaritan and the Prodigal Son. 
    Luke is celebrated as one of the church’s 
earliest historians. His methodical, detailed 
writings give us the only thorough record of 
what happened after Jesus ascended to 
heaven. Without his account in Acts, it 
would be hard to imagine how Christianity 
grew from a small, fragile movement within 
Judaism to what would eventually become 
the largest religion in the world. 
    Saint Luke's feast day is celebrated on 
October 18th in the Western Christian 
tradition.  Saint Luke is often considered the 
patron saint of physicians, surgeons, artists, 
and painters.  His Gospel continues to be a 
source of inspiration and guidance for 
Christians worldwide.
