Ash Wednesday & The Lenten Season

The Lenten season commences on Ash
Wednesday (February 14) and concludes on
the evening of Holy Thursday (March 28).
This comprises a period of 44 days. The
Lenten fast excludes Sundays and continues
through Good Friday and Holy Saturday,
totaling 40 days.

We observe fasting and abstinence during
Lent as a way of self-discipline and spiritual
growth. Lent is also a time for increased
prayer and spiritual contemplation. Acts of
charity and generosity are encouraged during
Lent. Lent emphasizes repentance and the
Sacrament of Reconciliation (confession) as a
means of seeking forgiveness for sins and
reconciling with God.

This Lent, may we establish specific,
realistic goals for our spiritual journey. Let us
take time to reflect on our life, actions, and
attitudes. We shall identify areas where we
may need to grow spiritually, and consider
the ways in which we can align our life more
closely with our faith.

Let us prepare our hearts and minds for the
Lenten season, fostering a deeper connection
with God and a more meaningful experience
of spiritual renewal.
