     The Feast of Our Lady of Lourdes is celebrated 
on February 11. In 1858, Mary appeared 18 
times to Bernadette Soubirous, a 14-year-old girl, 
near the Grotto of Massabielle in Lourdes. 
During these apparitions, Mary identified herself 
as the Immaculate Conception and instructed 
Bernadette to dig in the ground, revealing a 
spring with healing properties. 
     The Grotto of Massabielle in Lourdes, where 
the apparitions took place, has become a major 
pilgrimage site. Pilgrims from around the world 
visit the grotto to pray, seek healing, and 
participate in religious ceremonies. 
     The feast day has also been designated as the 
World Day of the Sick by the Catholic Church. 
The World Day of the Sick offers us another 
opportunity to pray for all those who suffer, and 
to reflect on our commitment to them. Everyone 
is encouraged to take concrete steps to 
accompany those who are ill and isolated, 
whether through prayer, visiting a loved one, 
offering gratitude to healthcare professionals and 
volunteers, or other acts of solidarity. 
     The Feast of Our Lady of Lourdes holds great 
significance for those with a devotion to the 
Blessed Virgin Mary and those seeking 
intercession for healing. We wish all our 

parishioners of Our Lady of Lourdes ‘A Happy 

Feast’ and a meaningful celebration on that day.
