Dear Friends in Jesus, 

    Today, we celebrate the glorious Ascension of 

our Lord Jesus Christ into Heaven, marking the 

completion of His earthly mission. Forty days 

after His Resurrection, Jesus was taken up into 

Heaven in the sight of His apostles (Acts 1:9), 

returning to the Father to reign in glory and 

prepare a place for us.
